" .. .they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.”
Mark 16:8

The Easter sory in Mark ends in avery "unsatisfying" way: the disciples have denied Jesus and
fled, and even the women are overcome with fear and say nothing. T he proclamation of Easter
becomesthe responsibility of all who hear the wonderful words: "He is not here. He has risen."
Those words change everything. Like the women at the tomb, we as individuals and as a
community struggle with fear. We live in the presence of powers too great for us. But for us, as
for the disciples in Mark, the antidote for fear is not courage, but faith in the One who is alive
and is powerful. The fear/faith dichotomy is a daily question for me. Am | srong enough or
smart enough to meet the challenges life presents? Of course not! Thanks be to God that it is
not my ability that matters, but my faith in the One who leads us in the way of discipleship and
authentic living.

Mark's Gospel is only the beginning. Its sory continues in our lives and in the ministry of
proclamation to which we are called. What a privilege it isto be part of something with lasting
significance. In these months of April and May we will live out Holy Week, once again
experiencing the full expression of death and resurrection that are present in Good Friday and
Easter. We will travel once again to Honduras to share with our brothers and sisters in Iglesia
Cristiana Luterana de Honduras the joy of spiritual growth that is not limited by human
resources. We will share a Liturgy Workshop, a Homiletics Workshop, several worship
services together and an important deepening of our spiritual partnership.

Last fall, the Baptismal Font Task Force asked for the
congregation’s thoughts on making the baptismal font H/'it[) &
more visible and central within our sanctuary. Several of ( <
you shared poignant stories of meaningful baptisms.
Many more of you gave thoughtful recommendations on HO
the matter. For instance, one member declared “move v. A
(the) font “front and center.”” Another said she agrees
with “moving of the baptismal font so that the ceremony Sp‘,—r-,t
can be witnessed by the whole congregation and give the
families more room.” At least two people recommended that the font be put
on wheels. Overall, there is widespread agreement amongst the congregation
— make the baptismal font movable.

Although the direction is clear, questions remain. On morethan one occasion,
members have shared their concems about the financial aspects, including
“with all our other obligations this...should be on the bottom of our priority
list,” and “unless memorial money is available, | don’t see it happening
anytime soon.” As a team, we are cognizant of the cost and the general
economic climate. Please be assured, we will not move forward on removing
the old font and building the new one until all the necessary funds are in
hand. The task force is exploringthe funding options and will present them to
the congregation shortly.

This is an exciting time for Lutheran Church of the Good Shepherd as we
move forward on our efforts to reemphasize the consequential sign of our
faith — Holy Baptism. We encourage everyone to participate in the planning
process andto join us inthe celebration later this year.

The firg Health Fair at our church was a huge success! There are so many people to
thank that I would not have room in the entire newsletter. Allthose who attended and
gave their time, talents, assisted with snacks, clean up and all the other numerous
tasksthat went on, a huge THANK YOU!!!

Speaking of health, here are some ideas about coronary heart disease and how you
might lower your risk.

What is coronary heart disease?

Coronary heart disease (CHD) is sometimes called coronary artery disease. A
coronary artery is a blood vessel that carries bloodto your heart muscle. Your arteries
are like narrowtubes. A fatty substance called plaque can build up in your arteries,
blocking or slowing the flow of blood and oxygen through them. This can happen in
any artery, but when it happens in the coronary arteries, your heart muscle doesnt get
the blood and oxygen it needs to work properly. Coronary heart disease can lead to
serious health problems, including angina (pain or pressure in the chest) and heart
attack.

What can | do to lower my risk of CHD?

1. Don’tsmoke. Nicotine raises your blood pressure because it causes your body to
release adrenaline, which makes your blood vessels constrict and your heart beat
faster. If you smoke, ask your doctor to help you make aplanto quit. After2 or 3
yearsof not smoking, your risk of CHD will be as low as the risk of a person who
never smoked.

2. Control your blood pressure. If you have high blood pressure, your doctor can
suggest ways to lower it. If you're taking medicine for high blood pressure, be
sure totake it just the way your doctor tells youto.

3. [Exercise. Regular exercise can make your heart stronger and reduce your risk of
heart disease. Exercise can also help if you have high blood pressure. Before you
start, talk to your doctor about the right kind of exercise for you. Try to exercise
at least 4 to 6times a week for at least 30 minutes each time.

4. Ask your doctor about taking a low dose of aspirin each day. Aspirin helps
prevent CHD, but taking it also has some risks.

5. Ask your doctor about taking vitamin supplements. Some studies have shown
that vitamin E may lower a person'srisk of having a heart attack. Other vitamins may
also help protect against CHD.

6. Eat a healthy diet. Add foods to your diet that are low in cholesterol and saturated
fats, because your body tums saturated fats into choleserol.

During this Lenten season, | hope you have taken the time to attend the Wednesday
evening Lenten Services and have opened up the Book of Faith to learn a little more
about yourself, our church family, and made a sronger connection with God.

Personally, | am enjoyingthe in-depth study of The Lord’sPrayer. | was asked to be on
a panel for “Thy Kingdom Come.” The “rule of God” brought to mind a quotation from
Mother Teresa, from “A Simple Truth.” The quotation reads: “People are unreasonable,
illogical, and self-centered; LOVE THEM ANYWAY. If you do good, people will
accuse you of selfish ulterior motives; DO GOOD ANYWAY. If you are successful you
win false friends and true enemies; SUCCEED ANYWAY. The good you do will be
forgotten tomorrow; DO GOOD ANYWAY. Honesty and frankness make you
vulnerable; BE FRANK AND HONEST ANYWAY. What you spent years building may
be destroyed overnight; BUILD ANYWAY. Give the world the best you have and
you’ll get kicked in the teeth; GIVE THE WORLD THE BEST YOU GOT ANYWAY.”

Love, justice, compassion, mercy, forgiveness, equality, dignity, peace and prosperity for
all, fullness and richness of life for all, the 10 Commandments, the Golden Rule: are to
me what the Kingdom of God andthe Rule of God ask of us and also offer to all of us.

Dear Lord, we pray your kingdom will come o and through us, that we would live
faithfully under your rule. We acknowledge that we are dependent on you and ask for
your Grace to make it happen, in Jesus name, AMEN.
